GETTING TO TBILISI

The most convenient means of travel to Thilisi is airplane. A modern Thilisi International Airport terminal has
been inaugurated on February 7, 2007 and is about 20 km from the city center. To date Thilisi has a direct
connection with many European cities. There are about 80 flights per week to the European countries.

Getting to Hotel

The most convenient way to get from the airport to the hotel is by taxi. The cost of a taxi from the airport to
the city center, in particular to the conference hotel Hodiday Inn Thilisi, is 40-60 lari (14-20 EUR). If you are
staying at the Holiday Inn, we advise you to order a transfer by calling the hotel desk +995 32 230 00 99. You
must provide your last name, reservation number, as well as your flight number and time of arrival. The price
of the transfer is 84 GEL (30 EUR). Please take into account that Thilisi is one of the safest cities in Europe.

VISA

For citizens of overwhelming majority of countries, all the more European countries, short stay in Georgia
does not require a visa and entry is free of charge.
